Founded in 2000, the Japanese organization has grown from year to year into a strong institution, consistently promoting the installation of modern safety technology for the benefit of machine operators and workforce. The fact that the legal stipulations in Japan, for the application of safety equipment in machines and plants, are different to those in the EU means the organization has different goals and responsibilities accordingly. In Japan, the regulations are stipulated by the Industrial Health and Safety Law. This determines the technical requirements for the construction of machines for various applications. The law also stipulates that the machine operator is responsible for carrying out an adequate risk analysis. Most of the IEC and ISO standards are accepted as JIS standards (Japan Industrial Standards), however the Industrial Health and Safety Law does not consent to all of the standards. Safety Network Japan is run by  Dr. Hideo Nakamura, Professor of the Nihon University. Over the last few years he has managed to transform various projects into successful products. The company Hokuyo developed optical data transmission systems in the BWF series for SafetyBUS p. These network structure components enable wireless safety Field Bus communication and have been successfully installed in autopilot transport systems such as in Boeing 787 airplanes or in the manufacture of automobiles. At Safety Network Japan collaborations with official institutions and universities are of great importance.
